To love Jesus
means to live by
his command-
ments and teach-
ings. In our hearts,
we do want to do this.
We want to honor Chrst by
imitating him. Ve want to love
like Jesus loves. We know
that God dwells in us when
we do this.

However, it isn't easy. Every
day, stuff happens that chal-
lenges our ahility to keep his
word and imitate his ways. Ei-
ther we forget what Jesus
would have done in a similar
situation, or we don't know.
When people afflict us with
their faults and failings and
unloving behaviors, we fum-
ble around in uncertainty and
guesswork and sinful reac-
tions.

There is no list in scripture
that spells out clearly how to
followw Christ in each and
every circumstance: "If such-
and-such occurs, apply Godly
Principle #127."

This is why Jesus assured us
that he'd give us his Holy
Spirit. The Haoly Spirit is here
to remind us of Jesus and his
holy ways every time we face
another challenging situation,
from the moment we wake up
in the marning till the moment
we're sleeping again.

So then, our problermn is not that we don't know how to
keep the commandments of Christ. Qur problem is that

we forget to rely on the Holy
Spirit who teaches us
how to keep the com-
mandments. Or we
don't know how to be
aware of his guidance.
Ve have God's full as-
sistance, but we reactto
life's challenges as if we
must handle it by ourselves.

Here's a spiritual exercise to stay
open the sound of Haoly Spint guiding
you: Sanctify each hour. Set your
watch or a timer app on vyour cell
phone to beep an alarm at the top of
each hour. Whenever it beeps, say a
few words thanking the Haoly Spirit far
being with you and guiding you
through the next sixty minutes. After
doing this for few weeks, you'll be-
come automatically and constantly
aware of the presence of God and his
ever-available help.

Reflect & Discuss:

1. How often do you pray specifi-
cally to the Holy Spirit for guid-
ance and insight and understand-
ing?

2. What would you like the Holy
Spirit to explain to you right now?
Ask for the help, and then wait,
watch and listen for God to open
your heart to the truth.

3. How has the Holy Spirit been a
teacher to you? How has God
filled in gaps in your understand-
ing of scripture and Church teach-
ings and their real-life applica-
tions?

4. What sources has he used to
convey the information (e.g., a
homily, a song, a friend)?

If have a child who will be entering 11™ grade in
the Fall and is expecting to celebrate the Sacra-
ment of Confirmation in the Spring, the follow-
ing conditions must be met: A letter handwritten
by the candidate submitted to the Pastor by Oc-
tober 1 requesting the Sacrament; submit a com-
pleted and signed Sponsor eligibility form; one
year previous religious education, either CCD or
Catholic School; attend Sacramental Preparation
Classes.

COLD & FLU PRECAUTIONS

Our response to cold and flu should continue to
be guided by recommendations from our health
officials. During ‘flu seasons’, they are recom-
mending extra caution which includes:

+ Those who are feeling ill stay at home so as
not to spread the disease;

+ Increased vigilance in washing hands and
not touching our own eyes, mouth, or nose;

¢ Coughing and sneezing into disposable tis-
sues (and washing one’s hands afterwards),
or if none available, the inside of one’s fore-
arm to reduce spreading any virus;

¢ Getting the current flu and pneumonia vac-
cination;

Whenever there is a report of a disease outbreak,
it is often asked if we would stop the shaking of
hands at the Sign of Peace. However, that
‘solution’ ignores the fact that colds and flu are
also airborne viruses. Those who are infected
can spread such viruses simply through breath-
ing, let alone sneezing and coughing. Also, if
someone’s hands are infected, then those hands
also touch door handles, tops of pew, hymnals,
etc... and spread the virus to those surfaces. If
the touch of hands is to be excluded at the Sign
of Peace to avoid ‘contact germs,” then one
would also have to refrain from touching any-
thing in the church that those infected hands
have also touched, which is nearly impossible to
do. The absolutely best way for colds and flu to
be kept from spreading is for those who have
them to self-quarantine.

REGISTRATION/CENSUS

Do you consider Mary, Mother of Jesus Parish
“home”? Do you worship with us regularly? If
you have not done so already, we ask that you
please register in our parish. Forms for this pur-
pose are available in the church or online at
www.mmjchurch.org. Adult children no longer
living at home and recently married couples are
especially encouraged to register. In this way we
can serve you better. It also facilitates sponsor-
ship for baptisms and confirmations, religious
education registration, etc.

ANOINTING OF THE SICK

This sacrament should no longer be considered
exclusively for the dying, as in “last rites”. It is
to be celebrated by and for those whose health
has been seriously impaired by illness or old
age. Anyone may be anointed before surgery or
an invasive test or medical procedure. Elderly
people may be anointed if they have become no-
tably weakened even though no serious illness is
present. The sacrament may be repeated if the
sick person recovers after being anointed and
then again falls i1l or if during the same illness
the person’s condition becomes more serious.
This is one more way that God imparts to each
of us, and in particular at this time to the seri-
ously ill and elderly his endless love and grace.
Please contact Fr. Paul if you would like to be
anointed.
